ORDERING A BLOCK OF STALLS:
Send total amount due on the number of stalls that you will need for the show, postmarked by June 18, 2007. Duetothe
sale of horses, and new purchases, we understand that a final total at this moment is next to impossible. Exhibitorswill be
billed for any additional stall(s) used, regardless of content.
1. If you have paid for more stalls than you actually need, you MUST contact the stall manager by June 25, 2007. A
phone call canceling your stall/(stalls) will be accepted. However, I T MUST BE FOLLOWED BY A LETTER
POSTMARKED NO LATER THEN JUNE 25, 2007. Your overpayment will be credited to your final show bill.
2. You will be held financially responsiblefor any stalls ordered that are not cancelled by June 25, 2007.

NEW: A copy of aperformarce ROM certifi cate must be providedto the show offi ce asproof of eligibility for any horse
entering any Perfor mance Halter classes

To be eligible for any special award, you must declare the awards you intend to pursue (regsterin the show officeand
pay $5.00 declaraton fee per award) and the horse must be ENTERED AND PARTICIPATE in that class/classes
EVERY DAY itisoffered by the same exhibitor.

SPECIAL AWARD SCORING: Appliesto awarding of English Sadlle, Custom Silver Headstalls, Silver Belt Buckles
Wedern Silver,and Engraved English Stirrups. All shows will count for the class special awards. Exhibitors placingin
the top nine will be givena point for eachexhibitor placing below them plus one point, not to exceed9 points for first
place. Pants arecalculated through ninth place. TIE BREAKERSfor class circuit awards: (1) placing the greaeg
number of times (2) maost firsts, most seconds, etc.; (3) highed placing over the most horses Final decision isup to
show management.

An HDR Roughout English Saddle will be presertedto the High Point All-Around Novice Youth asdeterminedby
the special award scoring for this horse show, whichis describedabove. For this award the horse must be shown in
Halter under all four judges but is not requiredto show in all other eligible classesfor the award. Horse must be shown
by one exhibitor. Riders and Horsesthat have alread/ won anawardarestill eligible to win this saddle.

7 Custom Silver Headstalls, 3 pairs of Engraved English Stirrups, and 2 Western Silver Awards (all
created by Holly Spagnola Designs), Will be awarded according to thefollowing:

In orderto eligible for these awards, the same horse and exhibitor must enter and participate in all classeslistedin the
group EVERY DAY they are offered WITH THE EXCEPTION OF THE HIGH POINT YOUTH 13 & UNDER and 14-
18 (seerulesbelow). The horse must be shown in the respecive halter class every day (i.e., Novice Youth and Youthin

Y outh halter), but may be shown by another qualifi ed exhibitor.

HIGH POINT NOVICE AMATEUR, HIGH POINT YOUTH (13 & Under and 14-18) & NOVICE YOUTH
AWARDS: For these awards the horse must be shown in the corresponding halter class (AMATEUR OR YOUTH)
under all four judges but is not required to show in all other eligible classesfor the award

WALK JOG/TROT DIVISION REQUIREMENTS BWalk Jog/Trot exhibitors must be 11 yearsold and under WITH
NO EARNED AQHA RIDING POINTS OF ANY TYPE, NOVICE OR OTHERWISE. Absolutely NO CROSSOVERS
from walk trot to AQHA riding classes Exhibitors may show in Halter & Showmarship. Exhibitors may show in
English or Wedernattire. Halter classesarenot required, but exhibitor must compete in all walk/trot classesunder all
judgesin orderto be eligible for awardsin this division.
